Curriculum Delivery Policy

Rationale

St Joseph’s School believes the needs of the individual student are at the centre of all teaching, learning and assessing.
Purposes

1. To provide a clear direction for teaching and learning across the school
2. To provide the link between planning, implementation and reporting

3. To provide a progressive curriculum where students are able to acquire the knowledge, skills, attitudes and values outlined in the schools curriculum framework.
4. To provide  a curriculum that focuses on motivating, challenging, and inspiring all students to learn
Guidelines

1. Develop and implement a curriculum framework based on student’s needs, abilities, interests, and cultural backgrounds and community expectations.

2. Implement the school’s curriculum by providing teaching and learning programmes based on the school’s curriculum plans and the National Curriculum Statements.

3. Establish learning programmes that provide students opportunities to achieve success in all essential learning areas.
4. Integrate the knowledge, skills, attitudes and values of the Religious Education programme into daily curricula.
5. Give priority to literacy, numeracy and values formation.

6. Base student evaluation on a range of assessment practices focusing on the breadth and depth of learning.
7. Gather sufficiently comprehensive data to evaluate the progress and achievement of students, and to inform students, future teachers and develop learning programme priorities.
8. Analyse assessment information, monitor student progress and identify students who are not achieving, who are at risk of not achieving or who have special needs or abilities.

9. Implement appropriate programmes to address the needs of students identified in (6) above.

10. Engage the Maori community in order to identify the needs of Maori students, and to plan targets for improving the achievement of these students.

11. Provide appropriate career education and guidance for all students in Year 7 and 8.

12. Use the school’s curriculum as the basis for strategic planning, and ensure that there is ongoing review.

13. Report on student progress and achievement to students, parents, whanau, the Board of Trustees and the wider school community.
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
