Board of Trustees Reporting to Parents Policy
Rationale

Successful learning is based on active participation in the learning process by students, teachers and parents.
Purposes

Good reporting is:

· based on quality assessment data which reflects the main goals of the school 

· based on genuine data teachers and parents trust

· honest about achievement and needs

· interpretable by and informative for parents and what next shown to foster a partnership with parents i.e. helps them share in and contribute to their child’s learning.

Guidelines
1. Occasions that lend themselves to reporting to parent are:

i) Enrolment: This is an opportunity to discuss the student’s previous school history, medical background, to mention the broader aims of the school and how the new entrant or admissions from other schools will be included into a new learning and social situation.

ii) Informal meetings: Praising or commending progress or work recently done.

iii) Formal interviews: To iron out a particular learning or social difficulty that is being experienced, a special appointment may be arranged. These can be initiated by both the teacher or parent

iv) School Reports: three a year. Oral reports in March and June and a written report at the end of the year. Every endeavour will be made to make these reports accurate and constructive i.e. what has been achieved, yet to be achieved
v) Verbal Reporting: Parents of all new entrants have an interview after one month and again after information from the 6-year net has been gathered and analysed.
2. The structure of all reporting opportunities should:

i) focus on the learner (provide feedback on any goals set earlier in the year)
ii) focus on the next learning steps (set new learning goals for based on current progress)
iii) involve the learner (being able to articulate what is good about a piece of work and why, along with how they could/can improve upon their efforts)
iv) involve agreement on the ways home and school can work together to achieve the above
v) provide opportunity for parents to share insights/information on their child
Review

This policy is to be reviewed every three years in accordance with the Board’s Policy Review Timeline. Staff and parents are to be consulted during this review process.
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
